Lesson plan for mini teaching – EDUC6101 - Nora

Learning intention/outcome

	Description of learning activity
	Teaching considerations

	1 min
	Welcome all students, briefly introduce self and highlight the learning purpose.
	Clear objective

	2 min
	Distribute Handout 1: Intro to referencing to all students. Give them 30 second to read through it and ask them to state one new information they find in the handout.
	Let me know one new information you find in the handout. Just mention ONE word.

	3 min
	Distribute handout 2: Examples of citations in various referencing styles
	Do you notice any similarities in the examples?
Can you tell me what type of materials are there?

	3 min
	Distribute TPA list of APA examples (folded). 
Ask them to guest the types of sources
	

	3 min
	Hand over envelopes. 
Ask each to work in pairs to arrange the pieces of papers given and display them on the table.
Once completed, ask them to look at all citations and ask them which style for each citation.
	

	2 min
	Ask each students to share their reflection on what they learn today.
Highlight these points:
· Choose one style
· Use it consistently throughout
· Goal is to allow readers to trace & consult your sources directly.
· Since we cannot apply our creativity in referencing, always consult

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Introduction to Referencing Handout

Learning outcome: 
What is referencing?
We use referencing to tell readers where ideas/data from other sources have been used in our piece of writing. We use others’ ideas/data in 2 ways: direct quotation or paraphrase/re-word.
Why referencing?
· To distinguish your own ideas from others
· To reinforce your argument
· To show different perspectives
· To allow fact-checking
· To ensure the moral rights of the author
· To avoid plagiarism 
What are the benefits of referencing?
· readers of your work can find the original sources you used
· the authors of the original sources you used are given credit for their work
· your own research and ideas are clearly evident and you are given credit for your work
· your work has credibility in the larger realm of scholarly knowledge
· your evidence of practicing academic integrity
What do we do in referencing?
There are two elements in referencing: citation (in the body of writing) and references (reference list or bibliography)
Why many referencing style?
Academic disciplines have varying expectations for how to list citation information. Always check with your instructors/publishers about the style they want you to use. Make sure you use only one style in a writing and use it consistently throughout. And remember, the goal of your citations is to help a reader who wishes to consult your sources directly.
